RETIREMENT MR. BONNER SERVED AS CONTROLLER AND FINANCIAL ADVISOR
FOR THE L.A.S.E.D. LATIN AMERICAN SOCIAL ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT IN
DETROIT. MR. BONNER WAS A AVID U OF M FAN WHERE HIS NAME IS PLACED IN
THE ALUMNI PLAZA OF THE MICHIGAN STADIUM. HE WAS A AVID DETROIT TIGER
FAN AND FAITHFULLY WATCHED ALL OF THEIR GAMES. MR. BONNER WAS A
LONGTIME ACTIVE MEMBER OF FIRST PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH OF ROYAL OAK,
