Joan M. McColley (nee Gallagher) passed away in Troy, Michigan on August
16, 2017 at the age of 86. Joan was born in Detroit, Michigan and adopted by
Daniel and Mary Gallagher on October 12, 1930. She graduated Saint
Theresa High School in Detroit in 1948. Joan met the love of her life, Lloyd
McColley while on a bus trip to Toledo with the Jack and Jill Club in 1956.
They quickly fell in love and were engaged a short 6 months later. On August
24, 1957 they became husband and wife. One year later, in 1958, they made
their first addition to the family, a son, Shawn. In 1960, they welcomed a little
girl to their family, Sheila. In 1969, they made their family complete with the
addition of their son, Shea. By far, one of the most important things to Joan
was keeping her home maintained for her family. Joan worked for the National
Bank of Detroit until she retired after 36 years. When Joan retired, they moved
to Vanderbilt, Michigan in 1996. Joan loved the country life, and the time spent
outside to keep up her yard and her garden. Joan quickly became involved in
R.S.V.P. - Retired Senior Volunteer Program - in Gaylord, where she
crocheted lap robes for veterans in the area. One of Joan's favorite thing to do
was to bake. Around the holidays, she would bake dozens upon dozens of
cookies, as well as dozens of loaves of hutzel bread and would pass them out
to her loved ones on Christmas Eve. Joan loved her dogs, she would always
walk them through the woods and take them on car rides to look at the trees.
Joan loved crafts: from crocheting to needle point, calligraphy to making
rosaries, there was never a craft she was afraid to try.

McColley, and Shea (Jamie) McColley; her beloved grandchildren Keegan and
Olivia McColley; and her dear dog Keltie (aka Nessie).
